We do request 50% of the payment upfront 
before any work is started.
 
Our designer and artists will work on the first 
drafts of your memorial. You will get sent an 
update of drawings or/and digital mockups. 
Keeping you updated will allow you to make 
any changes and watch the process of 
your memorial. 
 
The next step is painting your final art piece. 
You will get one more update of the final design 
before any cremated ashes are added, to make 
sure you are happy with the outcome.
 
If you are happy with everything and the 
outcome of your memorial we will then request 
payment for your product. 

Once the payment has been cleaned, the ashes 
are added to your memorial. A UV-inhibiting 
varnish is then used to finish the artwork for 
quality and longevity. Then it’s framed and ready 
to be sent to you. How it will be delivered to you 
will be discussed at the start of the process.  

Not only do we want to help you through the 
loss of your loved ones we also want to help others 
by donating a portion from each order to charity.
